Setting Up Your Digital Camera

Atfter installing the necessary software on your computer, you must now
set up your digital camera to transfer images from the camera to your
computer.

The USB driver included in the CD-ROM (S-SW60) is exclusively for
Windows 98/98SE. For more details on driver installation process, you
can refer to your Operating Manual. Windows 2000/ME/XP users don't
need to install the USB driver.

1. Connect the camera to the PC with the USB cable, making sure the
shapes of input and output terminals match each other.
If there is no SD memory card in the camera, the images stored in
the internal memory will be transmitted to the computer.

2. Turn the camera on.

3. Look for a new “Removable Disk” icon appearing in the “My
Computer” window.
Your recorded images/movie clips will be in a folder on this
“removable disk”. (For Mac users, double-click the “untitled” disk on
the desktop.)
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Downloading Images/Movie Clips

When the camera is turned on and connected to your computer, it is
considered to be a disk drive, just like a floppy disk. You can download
(transfer) images by copying them from the “removable disk” (“Untitled”
disk on a Macintosh) to your computer hard disk drive.

B For Computers Running Windows

Open the “removable disk” by double clicking on it. Double click on the
folder containing your recorded images/movie clips. Select the images/
movie clips that you prefer and then choose “Copy” from the “Edit”
menu. After that, open the destination location and choose “Paste” from
the “Edit” menu.

B For Computers Running Mac OS
Open the "Untitled" disk icon and the destination location on your hard
disk. Drag and drop from the digital camera to the desired destination.
